John
Whitney confirmed he understood this was a possibility and asked if he
wished to be considered but the offer was declined.

(3) Margaret Foster raised the question of a curate for the Church to
assist, Revd. John Whitney confirmed he was investigating this and it was
a possibillity but could not foresee this before at least 2017.

Margaret Foster also asked if it was possible that someone could offerto
assist her with the acts group, Judith Weston offered to accompany her to
the meetings.

(4)John Byrne urged parishioners who were present who attend Church
to be generous in their giving as it was necessary to increase funds due
to the expense of works that had been completed in the Church which
had depleted our funds

(5) Gerry James asked about the removal of persons who had left the
parish from the electoral roll and no longer attended the Church, Revd.
John Whitney confirmed this would need to be looked into as people had
to attend at regular intervals to remain on the electoral roll.

My learning 'on the job' began early in 2016 by acquainting myself with all
the tasks completed behind the scenes and | would like to thank all the
people who are responsible for keeping the Church clean and tidy,
flowers beautifully arranged, for the fund raising events which bring
money into the Church Development Fund and many, many more silent
volunteers who work so hard in our Church. Thank you to all of you..

A special thank you has to go to Chris Rayson who works tirelessly in and
outside the Church. We are currently working on the seating and floor
making it more useable for wheel chair users by levelling floor. Chris has
done an amazing job in achieving this and by taking the pews out of the
Church has provided us with comfortable and moveable seating with the
exception of the south aisle where we now have pews arranged as a
Chapel. We are currently waiting on a Faculty which will give us
permission to use the comfortable seating permanently and also
permission to sell some of the pews which will help to boost the
development fund. The Churchyard is also kept tidy by Chris and during
2016 the PCC agreed to purchase some professional quality, petrol
driven equipment which we hope will make this job considerably easier.

The Faculty that we put in for the roof repairs in 2016 was unsuccessful
but thanks to the services of Garry Lamb we now have a watertight roof at
a price that we could afford.

The sound system is currently being upgraded in Church thanks to a very
generous gift of money which was also used to update our pew bibles
and also to purchase a lectern Bible that matches page to page with the
pew bibles. We have also been given money to purchase one of the
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televisions that are now used at the front of the Church for our Sunday
services. Both gifts were anonymous but huge thanks for both gifts.

And finally, the PCC has purchased two cupboards to store the food for
the food bank so that it is kept clean, dry and tidy. Thanks to the
generosity of our congregation we continue to support families in and
around our area.

VERGERS REPORT OMARGARET FOSTER & PAT KINNERLEY

During the year from March 2016 to January 2017 we had a total of nine weddings
which were greatly enjoyed by the guests. Pat & Margaret really enjoyed attending
all the weddings, especially the wedding of Peter Smith and Pat Pittock, both
members of our congregation.

There were nineteen funerals from March 2016 up to the end of January this yeatr,
including our own Len Harrison and Janet Growcock.

There were nine baptisms during this time.

We are now enjoying a warm church throughout the year with the added benefit of
individual upholstered chairs to giving some degree of flexibility when setting up for
these services. We can now seat about 200 guests which is more than adequate for
current usage.

Now that we have a level floor with ramps to both doors we can safely
accommodate all disability aid users and baby transporters.

At weddings and funerals Pat and Margaret work together as a team, usually with
Pat operating the sound and visual system and Margaret at the door welcoming and
assisting the guests. We are both enjoying this ministry and love being amongst the
people and hearing about their lives. We have had some favourable feed- back from
the guests regarding the visual displays and the warm building.

During the last year the church representatives for ACT (All Christians Together) continued to
meet at the Baptist Church on Alvaston Street on Saturday mornings from 11.00 to 12.00 every
two months. Our representatives are Jane Whitney, David & Judith Weston & Margaret Foster.
Prayer Walks

We held prayer walks in various locations on the last Thursday of every month except for August
when many friends were on holiday. The last one was at Noel Baker School on the eve of this
school becoming an academy with many new members of staff.

Sundays at Six

These services were very popular again during the year with an average of 70 attendees. A total
of £1248 was raised overall which was donated to each churches preferred charity.

Food Bank

Collections continued during the year and were boosted by donations from the Harvest appeals
and further donations from a Baptism at our church. We are providing a minimum of 4 bags of
food per week. In addition festive bags were donated at Christmas.

Christians Against Poverty (CAP)

CAP continuous its good work in this area and nationally. A young family from Kent were featured
on Songs of Praise last year as they were helped to get out of debt and they came to faith as a
result of this ministry.

Job Club

This is growing well and a new training course has started this year and one of our church
members is taking part in this.

Carol Singing

This event took place at the Alvaston district centre with £22.96 donated by the public which was
given to the Food Bank.

Subscriptions by the individual ACT churches were increased to £40 last year by agreement as
there had not been an increase for many years.

TREASURERS FINANCE R EPORT

To be read with the Statement of Accounts for the year ended
31t December 2016

GENERAL FUND

Our total income at £40,178 was a decrease on previous year of 12%
and total expenditure at £44,636 an increase of 6% resulting in the deficit
created through the yearof-A4 , 459 compar ed with
excess of £3,985. At the end of the year the general fund stood at
£20,006.

Voluntary Income, from regular donations and collections, at £26,636
decreased by £3,216 (-11%). In 2015 we benefited from two generous
one-off donations totalling almost £3,000 and if these are excluded our
voluntary income has held up remarkably well in the face of falling
attendance.

Other Income at £13,565 has decreased by £2,492 (-15%) on previous
year with PCC fees from weddings and funerals being down by £832.
Miscellaneous income decreased by £1,654 to £3,615 reflecting the
reduction in number of weddings held during 2016 and also the
redirecting of all fund raising events to the Development fund. £1,200 was
received from the Church Hall as their contribution to the common fund
payment to the Diocese.

Messy Church had a total income of £339 against total expenditure of
£293 resulting in an excess for the year of £46.

Total Income whilst being a decrease on last year of £5,708 was still up
on budget by £1,063. The increase on budget was mostly due to Other
income being higher than budgeted due to donations received for Alpha
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and Seder meal catering and income for memorial garden plaques.
However, the majority of this income resulted in matching expenditure
(under Other Sundries). Decrease on previous year is due to reduction in
Voluntary Income of £3,208 (one off donations of £3,000 missing from
2016) , reduction in PCC fees of £832 (less weddings this year) and
decrease in Other Income of £1,654 (redirection of fund raising and less
weddings).

Church and Ministry Expenditure at £9,955 has increased by £2,002
from previous year. Within this Churchyard expenditure increased by
£1,302 as we have had to remove some trees and complete a full tree
survey as well as purchasing some new equipment and repairing existing.
Minor repairs and maintenance increased by £583 which is mostly due to
replacing the church lamps with new LED ones which will last longer and
uselessenergy.Mi ni ster 6s expenses have 1inc
due to having a full time vicar for the whole 12 months compared to
previous year where we had a vacancy for 6 months. The cost of heating
the church has remained about the same as previous year but due to the
greater efficiency of the new heating system we now have a warm
church. We have made savings of £488 on electricity costs although our
suppliers are currently 2 months behind with their billing and | estimate
that the true savings will be around £300.

Other Expenditure at £7,420 shows an decrease on previous year of
£1,556 with the reduction in wedding related payments
(verger,organist,bells etc) being the largest element due to the reduction
in the number of weddings over previous year. Other areas of saving
were in stationery and postage and expenses associated with the
vacancy period.

Transfers during the year, an amount of £169 was transferred from
general fund to the bricks and mortar fund to meet additional expenditure
incurred on lightning protection. Also a transfer of £2,219 was made from
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the general fund to the development fund to cover expenditure on the
new heating system whilst waiting for reclaimed VAT to be received.

Common Fund paid to the Diocese was £24,853, which was an increase
of £487 on previous year. We have no control over this charge and next
year our share has increased to £26,601(an increase of £1,748 for the
year equating to an extra £146 a month for us to find).

Total Expenditure in general fund was £44,636 being £2,735 up on last
year. Although this is disappointing , we expected an increase and had
budgeted for a total spend of £46,324 but managed to reduce this by not
having to transfer as much money to support the development fund as we
had anticipated.

BRICKS AND MORTAR FUND
At the end of the year the Bricks and Mortar fund stood at zero which was
a decrease through the year of £1,000.

Total income for the year into the fund was £169, which was a transfer
from the general fund.

There were only two items of expenditure , £932 for lightning protection
and £237 for fire safety check.

DEVELOPMENT FUND
At the end of the year the Development fund stood at £8,413, which was
a decrease through the year of £13,714.

Income totalled £21,273 made up of personal donations of £7,863, gift
aid reclaims of £383,proceeds from fundraising events of £3,330,transfer
from general fund of £2,219 and reclaiming VAT paid on heating project
of £7,479. Within the personal donation figure was a generous £7,000
donation that stipulated that,as far as possible, this was to be spent on
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the smaller development plans such as new bibles,seating,floor levelling
and sound system replacement.

Expenditure was £34,987, which was spent on new heating system
£31,517, architect fees for failed roof grant application £600, fund raising
events expenses £568, church seating £1,000, floor levelling £657, new
bibles £645.

Work is still ongoing in many areas and we still have a further £9,397
owing on the heating system. Planned expenditure far exceeds remaining
development funds so as well as needing an ongoing fundraising and
donation push there will have to be some short term support from the
general fund where expenditure is committed and due (i.e. heating
system).

CHURCH HALL
The accounts for the Church Hall in 2016 show a significant negative
variance when compared with 2015.

Income has reduced by just under £4,000 partially due to late payment by
Cheeky Monkeys who at the end of the year gave notice to cease their
use of the hall. They have given their assurance that the outstanding rent
of £3,491 will be paid during the early part of 2017. Additionally another
hall user, PR Fitness has given notice to terminate their use of the hall.

On expenditure there was an increase of nearly £3,000 mainly due to the
replacement of the fencing around the site and the additional expenditure
caused by mouse infestation. The ongoing costs of remedial works from
the infestation amount to £1,600 and we have an ongoing contract for
pest control of £400 per year. Additionally the council have informed us
that we are now to be charged for our trade refuse collections which will
cost around £800 in 2017.

Despite the above issues the hall still managed to make a profit of £215
with the total Church Hall funds standing at £17,838 at the year end.

2017 will be a challenging year with the potential for a significant

reduction in income unless new hirers can be found to fill the gap left by
Cheeky Monkeys. The hall, which is a valuable community asset ,

continues to need constant attention due to its age and as mentioned in
